Rules & Schedule of Events

Grand March
1. Please arrive at CA by 4:30pm to get lined up for the Grand March.
2. You can only enter the school via the sourtheast door by the football field.

3. Bring your overnight bag to be checked in between 4pm and 4:30pm. Bags will not be allowed in after 4:30pm.
a. Your bag should be marked with your name.
b. Your bag and should contain a change of clothes for the party. (CA dress code guidelines are applicable).
c. Bring a hanger for your dress or tux.
d. Pillows/Blankets/throws will not be allowed in.
e. Bags will be checked and locked in the appropriate changing rooms.

4. There will be NO access to any student/gym lockers at the Grand March.

5. Due to the small amount of outside dinners last year, all attendees are to eat dinner at the location, thus the time
change for Grand March. Students leave right from Grand March to the event location.

Prom - Dinner is served

1. Dinner is included in the Prom price at The Crowne Plaza. All participants will be expected to arrive at Crowne
Plaza no later than 7pm (no exceptions).
2. Dinner options are listed on the Prom invitations.

Prom - Dance

1. Dance will follow the dinner portion of the evening and will be accompanied by a DJ from Audio Adrenaline

Home-bound Transportation Staging

1. The cars will begin loading at roughly 11:10pm.
2. All students are expected to leave the Crowne Plaza by 11:30pm.

Post Prom Party

1. Doors open for Post Prom Party at 11:30pm. You MUST arrive at the Maplewood Community Center for the

Post Prom Party by 12am.

Doors will be locked at 12:01am and will not be reopened until Sam.

Anyone arriving after 12am will not be admitted and his/her parents will be called.

Upon check-in you will turn in your keys. They will be returned to you at Sam.

Non-CA students MUST bring a picture id.

Jackets, pockets, purses will be checked. No bags will be allowed in at this time.

Absolutely NO food, drinks, candy, gum, mints, toothpaste, or mouthwash are allowed in. Food and drinks will

be provided.
